In addition two trophies voted on by the public include a Kid’s and People’s Choice 
category (one kid ballot and one adult ballot will be drawn and announced at 
8:30pm) 

 
 A minimal registration donation of $10/bike will be charged at registration from 6-7pm on the 

dance floor.  Everyone entering will receive ballots (peer judging) for the other three classes and 
vote for their favorite bike.  Each owner will be given an envelope with a registration number on it 
and place it on their bike for voting purposes and to put ballots in.  These envelopes will be 
collected at 8pm and votes tallied by the veterans with awards presented around 8:30pm. 
 

Only motorcycles that are licensed, registered and ridden to the fairgrounds will be allowed 
to register and be judged.   No motorcycles on trailers will be allowed. 

 

You will enter the grounds off of County Route 519 at the main gate and cross over the dance 
floor bridge to the dance floor which is located on your left and park in your designated class area.  
Veterans will be on hand to direct you to the proper location.  Registration form must be filled 
out when you arrive, please see veterans at the registration table. 
 

So please join us for this show and awards presentation all while enjoying the fair and 
everything it has to offer.  As in the past, the rider and one passenger are admitted free of charge 
but you must register your bike for the show after parking your bike in the area.   Post members 
are not responsible for any damage and/or liability caused by you, your vehicle or to your vehicle.
